In Memory of Teacher Amy Jong (YN Hsieh)

| have bad news to inform you about GCSC
Board member and long time teacher Amy
Jong. Teacher Amy passed away on Monday
night. I'd like to express my deepest
condolences to her family and friends. | have
asked our vice-chair Wendy Lee to write a
tribute about teacher Amy.

Here is the English translation followed by
the original writing in Chinese.

| remember in July 2007, when the Golden
Crane Senior Center was established in
California, USA, without sufficient funds, the
first director, Mrs. Zheng, appealed to the
sisters of the San Francisco branch of the
Women's Federation for sponsorship. Teacher
Amy, who was enthusiastic about public
welfare, immediately stepped in to appeal. The
sisters from the Women's Federation
contributed money and effort. Fifteen
enthusiastic sisters specially organized a
charity group to come all the way to attend the
center's founding meeting on December 19,
2007, and donated nearly $10,000 US dollars.
This was the foundation for the establishment
of the center, allowing us to smoothly carry out
the center's affairs. Teacher Amy was
indispensable for the steady growth of the
center today. We will always remember the
friendship between her and the sisters of the
Women's Federation.

Teacher Amy was talented and philanthropic,

and was very active in charity groups and
societies in the Bay Area. She actively hosted
or participated in many activities that were
beneficial to the overseas Chinese community.

In order to open a dance class at the center,
Mrs. Zheng invited Teacher Amy, who had
studied dance with famous teachers in the Bay
Area for many years to come and support the
classes. We were fortunate to have the
guidance of a good teacher. The dance class
has been held for 11 years and is extremely
popular among students.

Her dance teaching was very professional,
and every dance step was explained clearly.
The teacher's patience, seriousness and strict
teaching attitude enabled our group of older
students to perform in style and to receive a lot
of applause and cheers. She took us to
participate in many community activities,
charity performances and competitions, and
received many positive reviews.

When she reached the last stage of her life,
the teacher still thought about the dance class.
She used her frail body, endured the pain, and
guided us with difficulty... Every time | recall
that scene, it is heartbreaking and touching.

Our center is so lucky to have Teacher
Amy’s selfless dedication. She truly achieved
the goal of "devoting her whole life until death".
The teacher's great sentiment is admirable and
grateful. Unfortunately, the teacher passed
away quietly and we never had the chance to
express our gratitude.

May Teacher Amy have a safe journey and
rest in peace. We will always be grateful and
miss youl!
